
Conditions of Entry

1.	 The 2012 Master Builders-Bankwest Excellence in Construction Awards are open to all building service practitioners and 
contractors in Western Australia who are members of Master Builders WA and have paid the equivalent of at least 12 months 
membership fees.

2.	 Entries are open to projects across Western Australia.  Where an entry is situated more than 100kms from the Perth GPO, the 
entrant will be required to cover the costs of travel and accommodation for the judge(s) to inspect the project.  These costs 
will be attributed pro rata should there be multiple entries being judged in that region.

3.	 Entries must have achieved practical completion after 30 March 2011.  If practical completion is not reached by 1 April 2012 
or when judging commences, the entry will be automatically disqualified and the entry fee forfeited.  Projects which have 
previously been entered into the Master Builders-Bankwest Excellence in Construction Awards cannot be re-entered.

4.	 Entries withdrawn or disqualified after the close of entries are not entitled to a refund.

5.	 All applicable sections of the entry form must be completed and the required documentation (including payment) 
provided in full by the closing date.  Entries that provide incomplete documentation may not be judged, in which 
case entry fees will be forfeited.

6.	 If the information given on the entry form varies extensively from the entry inspected, in specification or value, 
judges reserve the right to disqualify the entry or re-categorise, without consultation with the entrant.

7.	 If there is only one entry in a category, judges reserve the right to re-categorise the entry.  Should a minimum 
standard of excellence not be reached, the judges reserve the right to decline to present a category award.

8.	 Judges’ decisions are final and no correspondence or review will be entered into by Master Builders.

9.	 Any material supplied with the entry may be reproduced in media releases, publications, websites 
and other promotional material at the discretion of Master Builders.  The entrant indemnifies Master 
Builders against any claims in respect of copyright.  Master Builders and associated media accept 
no responsibility for incorrect details, spelling or other incorrect information stated in the entry form.

10.	 Each entrant will be notified in writing of the judging time and date for each project. It is the entrant’s 
responsibility to notify the client and obtain access for the judges.  In the instance of not being able 
to obtain access, the entry will be automatically disqualified and the entry fee forfeited. 

11.	 Entrants will be notified in writing if their project is a finalist.  Award winners will NOT be disclosed 
until the announcement at the Awards presentation on 23 June 2012.

12.	 The entrant may use success in the Awards for promotional purposes but agrees to adhere to 
high ethical standards in that promotion. Advertising and promotional activities must not be 
misleading or deceptive or likely to mislead or deceive. Without limiting this requirement, 
the entrant agrees to be bound by the following:

�‡��Until the Awards are officially announced at the Awards presentation, the entrant 
will not promote any unofficial or speculative success.

�‡�� In any promotion, the exact award category and the year of the award must be 
stated.

In press advertising:

�‡��The address of the winning entry, its category and the year of the award must 
be included; and

�‡��Text setting out this detail must be a minimum of 12-point font size, unless 
otherwise agreed by Master Builders.

In promotional signage for the property:

�‡��The winning entry’s category and the year of the award must be 
included; and

�‡��All text setting out this detail must be a minimum of 100mm in height.

If the entrant breaches these requirements, Master Builders may:

�‡��Revoke the entrant’s award.

�‡��Refuse the entrant entry in future Awards.

�‡��Bring possible breaches of the Australian Consumer Law  
and the Fair Trading Act to the attention of the Australian 
Competition and Consumer Commission and the 
Department of Commerce Consumer Protection division.
